Call to order/Introductions
Mayor Dunbar called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. with a quorum present.

Review and adopt/amend agenda

Motion Waltman, second Powers to adopt the agenda as presented.  All ayes 7-0-0.
PEACE OFFICERS’ MEMORIAL DAY PROCLAMATION was read aloud by Mayor Dunbar. The City of Lake City will observe the week of May 12-19, 2012, as Police Week
Approve employee health and wellness program and approve lodging for police officers and fuel costs related to National Police Officers’ Memorial Week.

Council received a request to approve expenses related to police officers’ attendance at National Police Officers’ Memorial Week, May 12-17, in Washington, DC.

City Attorney England informed Council that, in order for a public expenditure to be lawful, it must meet both of the following standards: 1) there must be a public purpose for the expenditure, and 2) there must be specific or implied authority for the expenditure in State Statute or in the City Charter.
City Attorney England informed Council of a four-part public purpose test and recommended that, if they feel the expenditure meets the public purpose test, then adoption of the health and wellness program would be in order as allowed by MN Statute § 15.46,for this purpose. 
May 12-17, 2012 is National Police Week and officers who have fallen in the line of duty will be remembered and honored. During this time, many functions will be occurring which will serve to give tribute to the Fallen and help the grieving police officers. This will allow officer participation in wellness and employee recognition programs. These events scheduled throughout the week include a candlelight vigil, Emeralds Society Parade, grief classes, memorial service (scribing of names on the wall), counseling and activities to help promote and embrace the healing process. The City of Lake City will continue to have 24 hour police coverage and protection over this period. 
General Fund reserves will be needed as this would be an unbudgeted expenditure.   
The overall cost of the trip for all attending is projected to be around $23,000.00. 

A motion Beckman, second Gartner to approve an employee health and wellness program, and approve lodging of up to  $7,300.00 for nine police officers’ attendance at National Police Officers’ Memorial Week, May 12-17, 2012 and fuel expenses not to exceed $700.00 for said event.
