Are you signed up for CodeRed? 
(An emergency notification system used by the City of Lake City and Wabasha County)   

There is no charge to the user. 

 

Land Line Phones - automatically receive Emergency Notifications only. 

Cellular Phones – need to be signed up to receive ANY notifications. 

Emergency Notifications are issued for city-wide or county-wide emergencies. 

General Notifications cover several situations.  Public Works may issue an alert for snow 

emergencies or area specific water or electrical shut offs.  You can also opt to receive various 

weather warnings.
